Date Curriculum Intent 
The Individual in a Wider Society 

Summer term 2 
X7 weeks 

SPAG 1 Reten�on 

English Language: Students read a range of fic�on texts linked to the theme of ‘Utopia’ and ‘Dystopia’ in order to consider the place of the 
individual within a wider world and consider contextual influences in stories. Students will learn to structure a response for extended evalua�on, 
developing skills learned in earlier units and enhancing with a keen focus on framing independent responses to texts. Similarly, students extend 
their apprecia�on of a writer’s authorial cra� by consolida�ng core knowledge of considering the significance of a wider range of literary devices 
(SPAG 2). Students will extend their knowledge of rhetorical devices by analysing how persuasive language is u�lised to influence. 
English Literature: Students will also revisit knowledge of poe�c terms, extend further to prac�ce unseen poetry with an analysis of a poem linked 
to the dystopic theme: focus is to extend knowledge of poe�c structure and consider the viewpoint of the persona 
Spoken Language:  Debate – presen�ng views in a formal se�ng – Society today – Utopia or Dystopia?

SPAG 2 Reten�on 

English Language: Students revisit and consolidate prior learning of cri�cal reading skills: Analysing the writer’s inten�on and evalua�ng success, 
cri�cal analysis of writer’s cra� and complete assessment. Students consolidate cri�cal reading skills learned so far.

SPAG 2 Reten�on 

English Literature 
Poetry: Students revise their exis�ng knowledge of GCSE Poetry studied so far: Core quota�ons and contextual detail. Students study further 
poems ‘To Autumn’/ ‘In Romney Marsh’, ‘Home Thoughts’ linked to the idea of the importance of powerful landscapes. They will extend their 
knowledge of poe�c language/form structure further and make connec�ons across poems studied so far.   

A Celebra�on of the Human Spirit 
Autumn Term 1 
X4 weeks 

SPAG 3 Reten�on 

English Language: Introduc�on to the 19th Century. Students will learn relevant contextual detail about the nineteenth century and consider 
thema�c connec�ons in prepara�on for their study of ‘A Christmas Carol.  Students will read a range of extracts taken from the canon of 19th 
Century literature and will prac�ce retrieval skills, evaluate the writer’s purpose and inten�on, and analyse authorial cra�.  These skills consolidate 
prior learning and provide transferable skills to prepare for future learning. 
Imagina�ve Wri�ng: Linear Narra�ve 
Spoken Language - Group Presenta�on Q3 and Q4 verbally present views with suppor�ng evidence

SPAG 3 Reten�on 

English Literature: Dickens’ A Christmas Carol. 
Students will study this GCSE examina�on text and consider Dickens’ inten�on for the novel.  Students explore characterisa�on and themes 
integral to the plot and revisit previous learning of analysing authorial cra�, reading and analysing the unseen extract and evalua�ng the 
significance of character and theme within the text. Students’ cri�cal reading skills will be extended, facilita�ng a sustained response to writer’s 
cra� and whole text ideas.

SPAG 3 Reten�on 

Integrated Reading & Wri�ng & Spoken Language Endorsement 
Non-fic�on: Students will draw upon their knowledge of nineteenth century context and write the script for a speech. Students will learn the 
knowledge and skills required by reading a range of powerful, persuasive speeches and iden�fy key language and structural devices used to 
influence a reader. They will write the script for a speech. 
They will also read a range of contemporary non-fic�on ar�cles/extracts which encourage a deepening apprecia�on of tolerance and forbearance 
which builds on previous empathe�c learning. Modern examples of concentra�on camps 
Students will submit a proposal sheet and parents will sign and return electronically. 
Students will consolidate their technical accuracy for wri�ng further and extend to wider non-fic�on wri�ng forms. 

The Tragedy of the Human Condi�on 
Spring Term 2 
X5 weeks 

Summer Term 1 
X5 weeks 

SPAG 3 Reten�on 

English Literature: Students will revisit prior knowledge of the Shakespearean genre and will extend and deepen their knowledge of ‘Tragedy’. An 
understanding of the tragedian concept will also prepare students for their later study of ‘Journey’s End’. Students will also learn relevant Jacobean 
contextual informa�on to prepare them for their GCSE text: Shakespeare’s ‘Macbeth’.  
Students will study Macbeth and will revisit and develop their ability to cri�cally analyse Shakespeare’s drama�c cra� and also fine tune evalua�on 
skills as they explore the playwright’s inten�on. Students will analyse a range of themes and characterisa�on. This will build upon knowledge 
gained from ‘Kindertransport’ from Y9. (2024/5 onwards) and prior learning from their Y9 study of ‘Twel�h Night’. 
Reading: Students extend their understanding of conflict with related reading beyond the play to non-fic�on texts and approach themes within the 
play from a psychoanaly�cal reading. Here, Students fine tune their cri�cal evalua�on skills 
Wri�ng: Students will adapt knowledge of persuasive wri�ng in re-presenta�onal wri�ng using ‘Macbeth’ as a vehicle for transferable knowledge 
and skills 

Spoken Language: Throughout the unit, students are ac�vely encouraged to develop their oracy skills during peer/group/ class discussion.

X7 weeks 

SPAG 3 Reten�on 

English Literature: Students will study ‘Journey’s End’ for GCSE English Literature Paper 1 Sec�on B. They will revisit the concept of tragedy and 
consider the role of the drama�c form to convey the tragedy of war. Students will also revisit and u�lise knowledge of WW1 gained from History in 
y9. Students will read a range of non-fic�on and poetry to provide historical/ cultural context and literary context to deepen their understanding of 
the writer’s inten�on and meaning conveyed in the play. Students will also revisit and extend their knowledge of both drama�c form and the idea 



of conflict from ‘Kindertransport’ studied in Y9. Students will synthesise contextual relevance within their cri�cal response to characterisa�on and 
theme and develop an empathe�c apprecia�on of the subject mater. 
Reading: students will read a range of non-fic�on and literary non-fic�on and poetry to support their understanding of the themes within the play. 
Students will study the poem ‘Adlestrop’ in context. 
Wri�ng: Students will use their knowledge of trench warfare and adapt for transac�onal wri�ng purposes.  Technical accuracy is further 
developed.

English Literature: Drama Students will complete a study of ‘Journey’s End and will revise the analysis and evalua�on of themes and 
characterisa�on in the play.  Students will refine and enhance the sophis�ca�on of cri�cal responses to examina�on style ques�ons.

Reading:  
Students will revisit knowledge and skills acquired for cri�cal reading of an unseen 19th century extract.  They will u�lise knowledge of conven�ons 
of 19th century fic�on drawn from prior learning to access unseen texts with enhanced insight and sophis�ca�on. At this stage it is an�cipated 
that the majority of students are able to respond to ques�ons as they would in an exam situa�on. 
Approaches to analysis of writer’s cra� and evalua�on of writer’s intent approached with enhanced stylis�c maturity.

Poetry: students will revisit previous knowledge of GCSE poetry studied and study a new collec�on of the poetry cluster with a connec�ng over-
arching theme. Students will be encouraged to make links to previously studied poems and refine with increasing sophis�ca�on their ability to 
analyse unseen poetry and synthesise texts for compara�ve purpose. Paired Poems are: ‘Where the Picnic Was’ and ‘Absence’/ ‘Stewart Island’ 
and ‘FF’ and ‘Adlestrop’/’ Nothing’s Changed’ and ‘Postcard from a Travel Snob’ 

X1 week Spoken Language Endorsement: Students will choose a topic that they feel strongly about and revisit prior learning from Y10, refine their 
knowledge of argue/persuade and develop their knowledge and understanding of appropriate stylis�c conven�on to effec�vely script and present 
their viewpoint in a formal se�ng 

Autumn Term 2 
X 4weeks 

Non-Fic�on Reading: Students will revisit and develop cri�cal reading knowledge and extend analy�cal and evalua�on skills by reading a range of 
non-fic�on texts, including memoirs, leters and ar�cles linked to the theme of remembrance. Students will synthesise texts in an increasingly 
complex, synop�c way. 
Literature: Students will refine unseen poetry skills and refine cri�cal reading skills when revising ‘A Christmas Carol’.  Students are encouraged to 
consider the broadest ideas raised in the text and approach texts with independent thought.  Students will revise anthology poetry – analysis of

language, form and structure with enhanced sophis�ca�on – students to use transferable prac�cal cri�cism knowledge and skills for unseen poetry 
analysis.
